Zakladatelka Artivist Labu, Tamara Moyzes, predstavi, jak funguje umélecky aktivismus
v praxi. Vysvétli, jak se vystavuji v institucich i galeriich ,,Umélci v exilu” a jak se musr
pFfizpUsobit instituce, které pracuji s ,,Umélci v nouzi” tedy s umélci, ktefi maji problém
vystavovat sva kriticka dila ve své domoviné. Artivist Lab se vénuje politickému umeni,
artivismu a médiim, ale také aktualnim spolecenskym otézkam. Podporuje a vystavuje
umélce, ktefi kvili svym aktivitam maji ve svych domovskych krajindch problémy

s vystavovanim (Artists in Need). Hlavni myslenkou galerie je propojovat mezioborové
aktivni lidi.

She is a lecturer of the educational programmes of
the Czech Philharmonic, organizes and leads dance seminars and workshops for children,
youth and adults in the Czech Republic and abroad.

Ondfej Chrast / Czech Republic

Ondrfej Chrast graduated in psychosocial studies and theology from Charles University
and since January 2022 he has been the Deputy Minister of Culture. Currently he also
works at the Faculty of Business Administration of the University of Economics in Prague,
in the field of Economics and Management within the Department of Arts Marnagement,
where he capitalizes on his long-term professional and personal interest in heritage care
and in general sustainability, economization and promotion of cultural heritage.’

He is active in the Commission for Territorial Development, the Cultural Commission and
the Education Committee of Prague 6. He is a member of the Board of Directors of the
Prague Film Fund, the non-profit organization, where he works to promote Prague
abroad as a cultural metropolis. He is involved in several non-profit organizations with

a cultural focus. He was one of the initiators and coordinators of the 700th anniversary
of the birth of Charles IV in 2016 and the organizer of many cultural/social events. He is
the initiator of the action www.zachrantevily.cz, where he trying to hold accountable
irresponsible developers who allow the cultural heritage in Prague Bubenec to decay.
He is the chairman of the Prague Regional Association of Pirates Party. In the period
2022-2026, he is the second elected representative of Prague 6.

He joined the UN
in 1995 and has served in different positions since then, including peacekeeping missions
in Africa and engagements in the former Yugoslavia and the Middle East. He also had
worked as Consultant in the World Bank and Researcher in private sector. He specialises
in issues related to the United Nations and communication of global risks and
megatrends. Charles University in Prague graduate he also studied at the University

of Amsterdam, the Netherlands.




Lenka Laznovska / Czech Republic

Mgr. Lenka Laznovska, a graduate of Faculty of Arts, Charles University in Prague, has
a rich professional life behind her. Although she is employed in one institution (and its
modern successor), she has gone through many professions. Working as an editor and
expert analyst, she was involved in the informal education of cultural workers and the
theory of cultural educational activities. She lectures, publishes, and acts as a adjudi-
cator of amateur theater. She led two large-scale socio-cultural researches (e.g. a five-
year applied research of selected children's artistic activities) and was a member of

a long-term project team mapping the Czech amateur theater. He specializes in the
theory of non-professional art. She has extensive international experience thanks to
her work in various international non-governmental organizations. In July 2015, she
was elected president of the Central European Committee of AITA/IATA. She currently
works as the director of the National Information and Consulting Centre for Culture
(NIPOS).

Conny (Cornelia) Groot / Netherlands

Conny Groot graduated in 1997 studies on Dramaturgy at University of Amsterdam,
Netherlands, with her thesis on cultural participation. In 2007 has fin-ished studes of
European Arts and Media Management, University of Utrecht (master MA on Eclectic
/ interdisciplinary approach to the social/cultural impactof arts. In 2015 worked at the
Social Enterprise University of Amsterdam,economic department. Since 1998, she is
working as an independent program developer, mostly for Culture Generation
Foundation - since 2001and SHADOWHEROES foundation since 2021. Always on the
connection be-tween arts, culture and the reciprocity of being proud of your heritageand
- cultural - contribution to civil society.

David Tiser / Czech Republic
David Tider is the director of ARA ART, an organization that focuses on culture with
a focus on social issues, education and advocacy for the rights of the Romani LGBTAIQ
community. He is also an actor and theatre director. He is a member of the Government
Council for Roma Minority Affairs and the Committee for the Rights of Sexual Minorities.
David is the founder of the European Roma LGBTAIQ movement. In 2018, he won the
Museum of Romani Culture Award, and in 2019 he received the Frantisek Kriegel
Award for Bravery, awarded by the Charter 77 Foundation, as well as the title of Pride
Marshal of the Prague Pride Festival. He is also a new Ashoka Fellow.
Cultural Participation highlights the importance of arts and culture for inclusion and
strengthening the Roma identity. Cultural activities allow people to share their stories
and contribute to reducing prejudice. Roma artists connect communities, inspire the
younger generation and help them appreciate their heritage. Promoting Roma culture
leads to the creation of an equal space where different identities are respected.

Vendula Glancova is a pastor of the Evangelical Church of Czech Brethren, chaplain
of Pfibram Prison, and a psychotherapist in private practice. Graduate of ETF UK.and
GESTALT psychotherapy training. In prison she specializes in movement-drama and
music therapy projects and working with addicts. In her free time she enjoys flamenco,
ballet training and figure skating. She was the director and producer of the West Side
Story project at the prison in June 2024.
Presentation of the West Side Story musical with men from Pfibram Prison and
women from Svétla nad Sazavou Prison under the professional choreographic direction
of Zdenék Prokes. The work used the motif of separation of the male and female
world through the prison wall by working with video footage. The therapeutic impact
of the year-long artistic work with community elements on the performers was moni-
tored during and after the project.



Tatiana Siskova a Alexandra Stefkova / Czech Republic

Mgr. Tatiana Sidkova works as the head of the department of non-professional art of the
National Enlightenment Centre. For several years she has been working within the institu-
tion on the issue of digitization of cultural heritage. She graduated in musicology at the
Faculty of Arts of Comenius University. In her spare time, works children as a teacher

and leader of the children’s folklore ensemble Hajenka.

Mgr. Alexandra Stefkova, PhD. after many years of working in a theatre company in
Bratislava, graduated in dramaturgy and theatre science at the Academy of Performing
Arts in Bratislava. Then she lived in Spain where she led acting courses and occasionally
directed the theatre. After returning to Slovakia, Alexandra completed her doctoral studies
at the Academy of Performing Arts in Bratislava, including a study experience Malaga.
She works as a theatre specialist at the National Enlightenment Centre.

The National Enlightenment Centre (NOC) is an established organisation of the Ministry
of Culture of the Slovak Republic. It deals with the support of artists and other actors in
the field of non-professional arts. Culture in Slovakia is experiencing difficult times, which
significantly affects the operation of the NOC, not only from a financial point of view. The
paper deals with the main activities of the NOC and also specific projects for selected
communities. It will also present the constraints that the institution is facing in the current
situation.

Tamara Moyzes / Czech Republic

Tamara Moyzes is a politically committed artist, curator, and documentary filmmaker,
researcher and PhD candidate based in Prague Czech Republic. She is exploring themes
such as gender, racism, anti-Roma sentiments, the Israeli-Palestinian conflict, discrimination
faced by ethnic minorities, issues of nationalism, religious conflicts, and Orientalism. Her
works show a long commitment to artistic activism. Moyzes aims to shed light on social
injustice. She utilizes the perspective of intersectionality in her work, drawing from her
practice rooted in her personal experience. She works from the viewpoint of minority
intersection.

In this presentation, | will introduce projects that have emerged within the Prague gallery
Artivist Lab. | founded this interdisciplinary platform as a practical part of my doctoral
studies. "Artivist_Lab"” focuses on political art, artivism, and media, as well as current s
ocial issues. It supports and exhibits artists who face difficulties exhibiting in their home
countries due to their activities (Artist in Need). The main idea of the gallery is to
connect interdisciplinary active people; it is essentially a laboratory where exhibitions,
discussions, workshops, and lectures take place. During each exhibition, academics,
philosophers, sociologists, journalists, artists, and activists are expected to interact. Our
gallery, in collaboration with Charles University and the Academy of Fine Arts, brings
together professionals from various fields and creates a space for dialogue on social or
global issues, from the personal to the public. Each artist brings their cultural microcosm,
allowing us to access something different and unknown. This is through themes we share
globally, such as freedom, social media, ecology, fear, gender equality, and identity politics.

Martina Erbsova / Czech Republic

Martina Erbsova graduated in Media and Language Culture at the University of Hradec
Kralové and subseguently in Cultural Management at Masaryk University in Brno. She
founded and for several years led the cultural non-profit organization Kontrapunkt, z. U.
in Hradec Kralové as its director, and now she is a member of the cultural committee of
the city of Hradec Kralové and since 2018 the director of the Centre for Artistic Activities
(CUA), a subsidiary organization of the Hradec Krélové Region. CUA mainly supports
non-professional artists and the creative public and has been successfully developing
the area of creative learning for the last two years.

Her presentation will focus on the role of the Centre for Artistic Activities, a subsidiary
organisation of the Hradec Kralové Region, as a specialised cultural, artistic, creative,
educational and production facility for the needs of local culture. Its basic mission is to
create conditions for the development of artistic and creative production. It strives to
be a service organization for culturally, artistically and creatively oriented people.



Piet Roorda / Netherlands

Piet is working as a Cultural Participation Officer at LKCA. Together with national, regional
and local organisations and governments he is committed to a strong and vital structure
for the support of amateur arts. Besides that he is active as a conductor in choirs, orchestras
and musical theatre and does he contribute as a board member in choral organisations.

In @ Pecha kucha | will give an introduction about the work of LKCA as a National Centre
of Expertise for Cultural Education and Amateur Arts. With a short outline of our aims, role
and partners and an impression of the results and impact we intend to achieve.

Dagmar Bedndrikova / Czech Republic

Dagmar Bednarikova has been working in the cultural sector for 30 years, 18 of them in

a cultural centre on the outskirts of Prague. She is a graduate of the Department of Theatre
Production at DAMU in Prague and a PhD student in Theatre Production at JAMU in Brno,
where she conducted research on cultural centres in the Czech Republic and abroad.
Currently she is a member of the board of the European Network of Cultural Centres, chair
of the Association of Cultural Centres of the Czech Republic, member of the presidium

of the Czech ITI Centre and member of other professional organizations.

Cultural houses and centres are an irreplaceable part of the cultural infrastructure. They
offer, or should offer, activities that have a significant positive impact on the quality of life
in a given locality. The Association of Cultural Centres of the Czech Republic, or AKCe, has
taken on the task of connecting cultural centres from all over the country, enabling them
to exchange experiences and helping them to advocate for their function and promote
cultural policy in municipalities and regions.

Matthias Balzer / Germany

Matthias Balzer studied church music at the Frankfurt University for Music and Performing
Arts from 1975 to 1982, with organ under Prof. Edgar Krapp and choir and orchestra
conducting under Prof. Helmut Rilling. After 15 years as a church musician at St. Nikolaus

in Friedrichshafen on Lake Constance, he was responsible for church music in the Diocese
of Trier and the local Episcopal Church Music School from 1995 up to 2021. He is vice
president of the national and international children's and youth choir federation Pueri
Cantores and is particularly responsible for planning and running the international choir
festivals. In addition, Balzer represents the German choir federations in the German Federal
Music Federation for Choirs and Orchestras, the federation of all amateur music
federations in Germany, and is also vice president of the European federation AMATEOQ.

In its numerous choirs and orchestras, which are made up of amateurs, the BMCO (Bundes-
musikverband Chor & Orchester) seeks to establish inclusion as an essential standard. An
important part of this are selected projects that receive financial support from the Federal
Republic of Germany. This concerns, for example, children with limited access to culture,
older people and those with dementia, as well as the integration of people with disabilities
into musical association life. 3

Veronika Knytlova / Czech Repubilic

Dancer, performer, teacher, choreographer. She received her dance education at todays TCP -
Conservatory, but mainly by participating in various workshops and seminars at home and
abroad. She studied at the Faculty of Architecture of the Czech Technical University for two
years, then graduated from the Faculty of Performing Arts of the Charles University in"Prague,
and now, as part of her doctoral studies at the Department of Dance of the Prague Academy of
Performing Arts, she is researching David Zambrano's improvisational method Passing Through
and the associated non-linear procedures in dance pedagogy. She is the co-founder of
VerTeDance Company (2004-2018), with which she has created more than two dozen original
projects in international creative teams and won numerous awards. She is a popular dance in-
structor, teaching dance to future professionals and complete beginners, adults and children. She
is a member of Vision of Dance and the Mind Move association, which implements dance projects
with social overlap and focus on therapeutic body work, relaxation methods and exercises.

She will briefly introduce the Simulante Bande project, its original intention, content and objec-
tives. She will present the course of cooperation with disabled performers within this project, but
also with people who later participated in their regular Simulante Bande dance courses (spon-
sored by the Archa Theatre and VerTeDance Company) for people with and without disabilities.
She will describe the experimental process of rehearsing and conducting the dance classes,
during which the group managed to justify the basic thesis that disabled people can dance,

as well as the transformation of the value system and two basic scenarios of healing mental
and psychological pain when a person encounters a disability or other major life challenge.

Sara Barriga Brighenti / Portugal

Sara Brighenti is a museum professional. She is currently Deputy Commissioner of the
National Plan for the Arts in Portugal. She was previously Director of the Money Museum
of the Central Bank of Portugal. She specialises in artistic and cultural education/
programming in museums, theatres and heritage sites. She was the promoter and co-
author of the Porto Santo Charter (2021) and co-author of the Museums in the Future
Report (2020).

Cultural democracy and the role of young people in cultural dynamics are concerns
that have been at the heart of the work that the National Plan for the Arts (PNA Portugal)
has been developing since 2021. They are central axes of its strategic plan for the next
five years. In line with this vision, | would like to share the process and the zero version
of the Addendum to the Porto Santo Charter for Young People. This manifesto draws
attention to the interests, concerns and urgencies of young people regarding their
active and critical cultural citizenship, to draw up a future European agenda.

Katarina Kalivodova / Czech Republic

Originally a performer working in theatres and independent art groups in Europe

with experience as a university teacher. At the Society for Creativity in Education, she
focuses on the development of programmes that support creative thinking. She is
actively involved in the creation of creative education ecosystems in the Czech Republic,
promoting, advocating and meaningfully connecting education with the cultural and
creative sector. Since July 2020, she has been the Director of SPKV and a member of
the Board of Directors of uUMENIM - a platform for creative learning.

Cultivating social resilience and cohesion can start in schools. Through creative learning,
children and young people acquire the competences necessary for responsible civic partici-
pation. At a time when polarisation and environmental crises are growing threats, culture
and the arts offer a key space for shaping and deepening society’s sensitivity and direction.
How much do we need generations that understand the value of cooperation, respect
and active participation in addressing the challenges of today’s world?

Aleksi Valta / Finland

Executive director, Association of Finnish Children’s Cultural Centers, Management of
association’s activities, economics, action plan and enhancing children’s cultural rights
in Finland. + 20 years leading and developing NGOs. Board Member, European Network
of Cultural Centers (ENCC) and European Network of Observatories in the Field of Arts
and Cultural Education (ENQO). Member of several expert groups in the field of culture,
education and children's rights.

Aleksi will present on the network of Finnish children’s cultural centres and operators,
highlighting their value and role in society. He will discuss the importance of cultural
rights for all and showcase Finnish initiatives that have broadened cultural participation
for children, adolescents, and their families, such as cultural education plans, the Art
Testers program, and the Accessible Hobby Label. Additionally, he will incorporate

a European perspective into his presentation. \re

Barbara Eifler / Germany

Barbara Eifler is the Chief Executive of Making Music, the association for leisure-time
music in the UK. Making Music has 4,000+ music groups in membership - about 2300
choirs, 1300 instrumental groups and 400 volunteer promoters. Making Music provides
practical support - services, resources, tools, templates - to members, connects them
to each other, to relevant experts and to other organisations with weekly Zoom events,
and it is also the voice of the sector to policy makers on important issues which make it
difficult for music groups to run well. Find out more here. Barbara played the piano as
a child; now, she is taking singing lessons and also plays cornet in the Crystal Palace Band(s)
in London and trumpet in the Filarmonia Giuseppe Verdi in Laveno-Mombello, Italy.
Barbara Eifler will speak about access and inclusion: opening the door is not enough -
you need to be active, go out and invite people in, and welcome them to your group.
She will speak about how you can take action by identifying and removing the barriers
for people to take part in your activity. At the moment, Making Music is working with
4 groups intensively, to help them understand how to reach new people and different
people from their community and encourage them to join their group. Barbara will
speak about some useful learning from this work.




Nastassia Anishchanka / Czech Republic

experience in managing projects focused on integration of foreigners, multicultural
dialogue and community building. She is currently working on the organization's
communication strategy and raising awareness of its activities, establishing partner-
ships and connecting different communities around InBaze. She was also part of the
production team of the RefuFest intercultural festival for three years.

Nastassia will present the activities of this organization and the ways in which they
promote intercultural dialogue through their activities: the Crates of Stories program,
the RefuFest Intercultural Festival, art studios for children and community art activities.

Giorgio Bacchiega / Italy

Giorgio Bacchiega holds a PhD in Audiovisual Studies. He is professor of Audiovisual
Texts Analysis at the Catholic University of Milan and directs the "Milan’s Urban
Peripheries Research Center” for Consulta Periferie Milano, a network-driven platform
addressing complex social challenges in the city’s outskirts through active cultural
participation. Since 2021, he has served as Research Officer for Amateo, the European
Network for Active Participation in Cultural Activities, joining its Board in 2022.
,Reaching for the stars, landing in the dirt” delves into the shortcomings of programs
designed to promote social inclusion and community building through culture and
education. Despite starting with high hopes, these initiatives may falter due to mis-
matched objectives and one-size-fits-all approaches that fail to account for the needs
they try to fulfill. Cultural institutions, which are often key players in these projects,
contribute to the struggles when top-down strategies clash with on-the-ground
realities. Bureaucratic processes and a lack of flexibility can further weaken these
efforts, leaving institutions disconnected from the communities they aim to support.

Ostruzina z. s. / Czech Republic

The Ostruzina Art Association is dedicated to contem-
porary dance and movement. It collaborates with
artists from various disciplines and creates projects
focused on the development of sensory perception.

We believe in the power of collaboration, inclusion
and openness. We strive to make dance accessible
to all, regardless of age, experience or other types
of limitations. We work in a variety of spaces - from
theatre halls to urban spaces and landscapes.

Almuth Fricke / Némecko

Almuth Fricke is the co-founder and director of the Centre of Competence for Creative
Ageing and Inclusive Arts (kubia) that is based in Cologne, Germany. She is an expert
for cultural adult education, intergenerational dialogue in the arts and active arts
participation of all age groups. As board member of the NRW Cultural Council she is
actively involved in the cultural policy of the German federal state. She has been part
of several European partnerships and networks and was board member of AMATEO
from 2020 to 2024.

She is a graduate of dramaturgy and directing and creative pedagogy at
the Theatre Faculty of the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague (DAMU), the
International Theatre School Jacques Lecoq, the Theatre Biomechanics series
under the guidance of Master G. Bogdanov. She received her doctorate from the
Faculty of Music and Dance at the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague (HAMU).
She lectures at HAMU and at the Department of Special Education at Palacky
University in Olomouc. She is active in the National Theatre - Laterna Magica and
in the FysioART artistic group.

Observing and learning in a world of otherness

Art-social projects and a long-term continuous activity in the search for functional
intersections between the social and the artistic spheres are a natural practice for
FysioART and Hana Strejckova. For more than ten years she has been working with
refugee children, people with mental handicaps and the elderly, including people in
residential homes. And it is always confirmed that the means of theatre, mime and
dance are essential communication tools that build bridges to bridge diversities
and find ways.”

DAY 3 - FRIDAY 15/11

Martin Rudovsky / Czech Republic

Martin Rudovsky studied Czech language, literature and music education at the Faculty
of Education of Charles University in Prague and musicology at the Faculty of Arts of
Charles University. In 2016, he initiated the establishment of the Pavel Jurkovi¢ Society,
which promotes the legacy of this composer and educator. Rudovsky has also been
involved in musical theatre for children, and has performed in most of Europe, the United
Arab Emirates and the USA. Since 2008, he has been employed as an archivist of the
Prague Symphony Orchestra FOK, and since 2012 he has been its dramaturg.

The fact that the therapeutic function of music is not a secondary function is proved by
the rituals of so-called natural peoples or the monuments of ancient civilizations. In this
sense, we can consider children’s homes and other places of institutional care as a kind
of modern laboratory, where, with few exceptions, a traumatised collective of children
and young people meet, whose only positive common denominator is often their relation-
ship to music. And so it is music that uniquely enables difficult topics to be opened up
and, by sharing them, healed. However, it is par for the course - music in children’s
homes only significantly illuminates the function of music for the whole of society.

Robert Ferenc / Czech Republic :

Robert Ferenc is an exceptionally talented pianist with a turbulent life story. His road to success
has not been easy. He grew up in an orphanage and after leaving it, without the support of
his family, he found himself in a difficult life situation where he needed help from Caritas. He
met the organisation as a client of the St. Vincent de Paul Counselling Centre and St. Therese
Asylum House. Despite these challenges, he has managed to build a remarkable career
thanks to his passion for music and extraordinary talent. Robert is blessed with absolute
hearing for music and his extraordinary talent was recognized in 2017 with 4th place in the
Piano Player of the Year competition. His musical abilities have opened the door to many
opportunities which he is now using for his own development and to help others.

Currently, he leads music therapy with seniors at the Charlota Resort in Prosecnice. He regu-
larly visits children in orphanages with whom he shares his music and his life story. In
addition, he gives piano lessons and gives piano performances at private events. Interested
parties can get in touch with him through Caritas.

In addition to performing, Robert Ferenc also composes for solo piano. His work reflects
personal experiences and emotions he has lived through. His most notable works include the
composition Hope from the album The First. This impressive work was written during a pe-
riod when Robert was homeless and composed and played pianos on the streets of Prague.
The piece symbolizes his journey out of difficult life circumstances and his faith in a better future.
Robert’s life story has been captured by Czech Radio in the programme O Roma vakeren
and by Czech Television in the programmes Babylon, Gejzir and 168 hours, where his piano
talent impressed the judges of the music competition Petr Malasek.




Jana Dlouhd / Czech Republic

Jana Dlouha graduated in the field of Environmental Protection (Faculty of Arts, Charles
University) and Philosophy of Education (Faculty of Education, Charles University)
under the guidance of philosophers Jan Sokol and Zdenék Kratochvil. Today she is a re-
searcher at the Centre for Environmental Issues at Charles University, working on issues
of education for sustainability. She is the editor-in-chief of the peer-reviewed journal
Envigogika and vice-chair of the Czech Commission for UNESCO. Her interests include
the areas of digital media and open educational resources; she monitors processes of
participation and cooperation of actors, for example at the regional level of the Czech
Republic. In 2022-23 she participated in revisions of the Czech curriculum.

Without nature there is no health (of humans or society). But when we are surrounded
by the achievements of civilization, it is difficult to understand and then deal with it.

Jan-Willem van Kruyssen / Netherlads

Jan-Willem began his career as a pianist and composer for television, film, and theatre,
and founded MUZtheater in 1984. Through his involvement with EUnetART in 1997, he
launched various European collaborations, including the large-scale 'Magic-Net' project.
After producing 58 shows, he shifted his focus entirely to European exchange projects
and served in roles such as a jury member for the European Commission and has a track
record in; project and process management, cross-sectoral and transnational collabora-
tion, connecting ideas and people, network building and EU funding. He worked in
Berlin, Senderborg, and Vienna before returning to the Netherlands to lead European
projects for Leeuwarden-Fryslan 2018. Currently, he freelances on cross-sectoral EU
projects, addressing global challenges through creativity and collaboration.

‘How to tackle global (environmental) problems with imagination, beauty and creativity?"

She is a teacher of civic and art education at a primary school in the "infamous” Mojzif
district of Usti nad Labem, a leisure-time scout leader, a member of the Usti nad Labem
Pride, a retired activist of the University for Climate collective, and a resident of the
Racek cooperative house in D&cin, which she would like to talk about at the conference.
The Racek Social Co-operative is part of the Shared Houses network of solidarity housing
and also the Kreativni.uk network of cultural industries. The residents own the house
collectively while providing a predictable rent at an affordable price, they tryto do other
activities as a co-operative - activities that are useful, fun and interesting for them as
members of the co-operative and for their neighbourhood and friends from near and far.
They share the values of solidarity and sustainability. But what does this mean in practice?
And what does their way of living together look like? ]

Honza Malik / Czech Republic

Honza Malik is an (ex)dancer, teacher, occasional choreographer, programme dramaturg,
dance curator and producer of contemporary dance projects active on the Czech independent
dance scene for twenty-five years. He has professional experience from his engagement

in the Austrian Larogue Dance comp. He co-founded and led the NANOHACH company
(2004-2016) and the PULSAR group (2016-2024), and was a dance dramaturg for Prague
Pride for ten years. Since 2007 he has been working at the Duncan Centre Conservatory in
Prague and since 2017 he has been involved in the Slovak Nu Dance Fest. He has received
the Best Actor Critics Award (2011, Russia) and at the Next Wave (Personality of the Year)
and Czech Dance Platform (Dance Manager of the Year) festivals.

Dance and society - and who needs whom more? The paper aims at presenting the
original dance work of the PULSAR group from the last few years, work that deals with
the search for dance-theatrical expression in connection with very specific themes,; work
that comments on issues related to the development of our society through dance. The
focus is on the human being as a microcosm in which all the levels of life in which he

or she is integrated are intertwined.

The aim is to support a rapid transition
to a circular economy through collaboration and local initiatives.

Veronika Svabova / Czech Republic

Veronika Svabova is a graduate of the Duncan Centre Conservatory of Dance and
the Faculty of Music and Dance at the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague,
majoring in Dance Science. Since 2000, she has been working with the Forman
Brothers Theatre as a performer and choreographer (e.g. Purple Sails 2000, Beauty
and the Beast 2004, Magic Land in ND opera, Deadtown 2007, Obludarium 2009,
Enchantment 2010, opera ND, Bird Convention 2024). In 2005 she co-founded

the Handa Gote research and development group. She collaborates on all of the
group's performances (concept, performance) and art installations.

Handa Gote research and development group works at the intersection of theatre,
contemporary dance, visual art, music, performance and conceptual art. Almost all
of Handa Gote’s performances relate in some way to memory, death, forgotten and
disappearing things, phenomena, customs.

After graduating in carving at the Academy of Fine Arts
in Bratislava and graduating from the Department of Alternative and Puppet Theatre at the DAMU in
Prague, he has been mostly involved in team theatre production (TUJU Theatre Ensemble, Theatre fairs,
etc.) or teaching (amateur ensembles, KALD DAMU). He has been a guest teacher at the Academy

of Fine Arts in Belgrade and lecturer at the HKU in Utrecht.

WORKSHOP 4

Laura Henderson / Metamorphoses

Laura Henderson - s a researcher, Laura has been exploring the intersection between creative learning,
youth participation, wellbeing and future thinking. She is a qualified art therapist and co- founder of
Queer & Trans Youth CZ. In her work with SPKV, she draws on her academic, activist and therapeutlc
background to explore creativity and the arts for personal and social transformation.

Metamorphoses of organic forms: thematizing processes of growth, unfolding, evolution and disintegration,
this workshop encourages participants to engage their imagination, and to think of how organic forms
(realistic or imaginary) might transform in the course of passing time. We will use clay to create
sequences of forms, taking time to become absorbed by the sensorial qualities of clay and its capacity
for endless reinvention.
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
