The theatre company of the Krupka Cultural Center has a long and rich
history. Founded in 1945, the ensemble has been performing a broad
range of classic and modern plays for more than seventy years, and in
the last few decades it has devoted itself primarily to contemporary
Czech and Russian theatre.

One of the company’s high points was its 1988 production of Dale
Wasserman’s theatrical adaptation of Ken Kesey’s novel ONE FLEW
OVER THE CUCKOO’S NEST. The KCC Theatre Company was the
only amateur group that the author declined to charge for the rights, and
in 1990 the performance was nominated for the top prize in the category
of Czech Amateur Theatre at the JIRASKUV HRONOYV theatre festival.
In 1996 at Austria’'s Hozhausen International Theatre Festival, the
ensemble enjoyed great success with their performance of Chekhov’s
one-act THE BEAR.

More recently, the company received acclaim for their production of
Vaclav Havel’s play LEAVING. The KCC Theatre Company was, in fact,
the first amateur theatre company to perform the play during Havel’s life.
In 2013 this production represented Czech amateur theatre abroad in
Croatia.
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
